Head Lice
Il guess it is the way you |l ook at a probl emé

In some cultures not to have head lice is the problem. There is an old Bedouin proverb, referring to head lice that
equatess‘adeserted head with an ungenerous mindod!

Head lice can be controlled but it takes a systematic approach — follow these steps and remember if you look
once a week using this conditioner and comb method you find a molehill before it's a mountain

Stepl  Comb inexpensive hair conditioner on to dry, brushed (detangled) hair. This makes it difficult for lice to
grip the hair or run around;

Step2  Wipe the conditioner from the comb onto a paper towel or tissue;

Step 3 Lookon the tissue and on the comb for lice and eggs;

Step4 Iflice or eggs are found, the child should be treated;

Step5 Ifthe child has been treated recently and only hatched eggs are found you may not have to treat since
the eggs could be from the old infection.

There is no need to make a huge effort to clean the entire house. Only the pillowcase requires specific laundering.

Australian Early Development Index (AEDI):
The Federal Government is implementing what will be known as the AEDI across all Australian schools in 2009,
targeting early childhood development. For our school this will involve our Prep children. The aim is to pinpoint
strengths in communities and focus on what can be improved. The AEDI will provide information about how
communities have supported the development of their children before school.
The AEDI is based on the Canadian Early Development Instrument and is a population measure of young
children’s development from a teacher-completed checklist and measures five developmental domains:

e  Physical health and wellbeing

e  Social competence

e  Emotional maturity

e Language and cognitive skills

o  Communication and general knowledge
As more information comes to light, we will inform our school community.
Between May and July 2009, our prep teachers will be asked to complete the AEDI checklist based on knowledge
and observations of each child in their class.
Parents can freely choose not to allow their child to be included in the study. Individual children cannot be
identified in the AEDI results.
