Professional Learning for Staff

At Strathmore North we are committed to improving the quality of learning and teaching so that we can continue to
have a significant impact upon your child’'s education. A number of teaching and curriculum teams are attending
professional learning programs in Literacy, Numeracy, and ICT. Some of these compulsory programs are
delivered by the Western Metropolitan Region (WMR) to support the implementation of the 2009 to 2011 WMR
Blueprint for School Improvement in schools. These programs are extending our instructional teaching and
leadership whilst enabling us to build stronger school networks across the region and state.

Teachers are required to commit to 20 hours Professional development a year (or 100 hours every 5 years) in
order to meet their teaching registration renewal with the Victorian Institute of teaching. At least one third of this
time must be research and knowledge sourced from outside the immediate school or work environment. This may
include visits to other schools looking at innovative or best practice. We thank-you in anticipation of your

understanding in relation to staff absence due to professional development days.

Caught basking in Independent Reading (out in the sunshine) one Friday were these year 3/4KK students; feet
up and noses in books.

What makes successful readers?

Simply put, being able to get meaning out of a text is what reading is about. One strategy to help our children do
this (and can be reinforced at home) is making PREDICTIONS about text. At home you can ask your child to
predict what a text will be about before reading and while reading. A prediction is a smart guess of what the text
will be about and what will happen next. What does the child think will happen and most importantly have them
justify why they make the prediction. After predicting and reading, have your child state whether their prediction
was confirmed or not confirmed. Ask them how they know. In our future news editions we will bring further
strategies that will help improve our students reading at home as well as at school. Keep reading every day.
Research shows “The average higher-achieving students read three times as much each week as their lower-
achieving classmates, not including out-of-school reading.” (Allington, Richard. 2006)

Our Take Home Reading Program has ended for term 2 and will commence again on day 1 of term3. We do
however encourage you to join the community library and keep the habit of reading alive. Remember, the
more you read the higher you achieve!
