the front.  These rooms are larger and very comfortable accommodation. The carpet has been laid in the new 
permanent portable, at rear of the creek.  When it is complete we hope to have an open afternoon for our school 
community. 
School Council August Report 

Oval - A team of dedicated parents are planning a special opening ceremony and look forward to inviting you 
along to open our new $185,000 to $190,000 investment. 

The Building and Grounds Team are planning a quick clean up around the edge of the oval one night after school 
for any volunteers.  There are a few occupational or safety hazards that need to be cleaned up for our students 
e.g. steep edges. 

Oval Security – We have installed security cameras and trespass signs on our new investment.  Our aim is to 
keep it in prime condition.  The annual maintenance fee alone is approximately $1,500.  Any persons wishing to 
use our synthetic field will be asked to make an application in writing to the council.  
 
Oval Gate – Following discussion and consultation with Tiger Turf the Council have nominated to leave these 
gates padlocked.  The main reasons included: 

a) Security, in case a car/motorbike, etc this area in through double gates. 
b) Wear and tear if continuous traffic heading back and forward across the oval.  
c) Safety concern over levels between oval, path and extension. 

We strongly encourage parents to use the drop off area in Odin Street especially for our younger students. 

Leadership Day – Oct 10th Planned - The school captains had planned a special leadership activity day for all P-
6 students.  However, because the oval is not finished it is has been postponed. 

Moving Shed Contents – Thank you  to our dedicated team of dads and Mrs Patralakis who came to move the 
contents of our two sheds, before demolition.  A great team effort on Saturday 22nd August. 

Building Update – Apparently Hooker Cockram are still waiting on demolition and building permits from the 
Moonee Valley Council, consequently we are unsure as to when demolition will commence. 

New Double Portable Near Creek – “Sustainability/Energy Efficiency” – The new portable is specially fitted out to 
suit the environmental conditions.  It has automatic lighting, carbon dioxide filters, heating and cooling sensors, 
etc.  It is my understanding that there is only 1 other in a Victorian Primary School. 

School Captains 2010 – Applications invited shortly (see noticed attached).   To encourage and promote 
leadership in our school we have a range of Year 5/6 special programs.  These include our school captains.  
Application will shortly open for our Year 2010 captains. 

Year 6 Excellence Awards 2009 – At Strathmore North we try to encourage all children to achieve their full 
potential.  In Year 6 we present 6 Excellence Awards.  The students have their name put onto the Honour Board 
and receive a cash award. ( see notice attached) 

Year 3/4 Camp Night – Congratulations to the 3/4 team on their level of organization and support for our Year 3/4 
students and their parents last Tuesday 25 th.  We wish the students well at camp week away during the last 
week of term.
