School HOME Reading Program Term 4

A reminder that reading everyday as part of home work is a requirement that will pay off in long
term life benefits. Learning to read and then reading to learn is essential and good home reading
habits are to be encouraged and modelled. Parents often comment on the easy texts that come
home in particular with children in the early years Prep to Year 4. Our aim is to build fluency but more importantly
comprehension when reading and not just making reading soundight.

At school our take home reading boxes in the Prep to Year 2 classes are colour coded according to various
reading levels. Within each coloured box there is a range of 3 reading levels which would explain why on some
nights books coming home may be slightly easier or challenging to read. Our purpose is to allow children to
borrow easy texts as close to their instructional reading level as possible. We wish to encourage parents to use

of

I would like to emphasise that reading should be pleasurable and not a tug of war or a search for higher level

reading that may cause frustration and stress on a child. If you have concerns aboutyourchild * s r eadi ng,
see your child"s teacher or make time to come
about any literacy concerns.

Remember to keep those good reading habits happening to build stamina and comprehension, so read, read,

read and READ some more! Make it FUN quality time. In future newsletters, we will share some current Reading
Comprehension Strategies as introduced through our 2009 whole school strategic plan for improving student

learning outcomes.

Prep to Year 2 Online English Interview:

All Prep, Year 1 and Year 2 classroom teachers will conduct a new Online English Interview mandated by the
Department of Education and Early Childhood Training. The English Online Interview replaces the previous end of
year Assessment of Reading P-2 program and assesses all dimensions of the English Domain: Reading, Writing,
Speaking and Listening. Data and reports are immediately available to teachers and schools.

Students from the different year levels will complete different modules. Prep students for 2009 will complete
Module 2, Year 1 students will complete Module 3 and Year 2 students will complete Module 4. The interviews
process will be conducted with individual students and carried out over 4 weeks, from 12t October to the 6%
November.

Year 3 & 5 National Assessment Program in Literacy and
Numeracy Student Reporting.

The NAPLAN standardised national tests conducted back in May, arrived in the final week of term 3 and individual
student results were sent home to parents for students in years 3 and 5.

Once again we would like to inform our school community that our school results were above the state average
and we are very proud of the high achievements of our school. The comparison to National data as a school is yet

In looking at the data, it is important to note that NAPLAN results are one piece of standardised evidence that will
supplement the ongoing assessment and monitoring conducted in our school. Even though our school has
performed above the state, we look at individual student data and we aim to extend our students across all levels
from those requiring extra support to those needing extra extension.

The key plan of National Assessment is to drive school improvements by improving the quality of teaching:
